Q1. Read the following passage carefully and answer the questions that follow:

Students from Westside Middle School achieved a remarkable success by winning first place
at the National Junior Science Competition held in Washington, D.C., from April 5 to April
6, 2025. The competition witnessed participation from more than 200 schools across the
country, making the victory a proud moment for the students and their school. The winning
team impressed the judges with an innovative robot designed to collect plastic waste from
oceans and rivers.

The robot, named 4quaClean, is designed to float on water surfaces and move smoothly using
solar-powered motors. It is fitted with sensors that help it identify plastic waste floating on
water. Once the waste is detected, the robot gathers it into a storage container attached to its
body. The students explained that their idea was inspired by news reports and documentaries
highlighting the growing problem of plastic pollution and its harmful impact on marine life.

The project was developed under the guidance of the school’s science teacher, Mr. Johnson,
who played a key role in mentoring the students. He encouraged them to apply scientific
concepts practically and guided them in areas such as robotics, basic coding, and environmental
science. The students often stayed back after school hours and even worked during weekends
to improve the robot’s design and performance.

During the final presentation, the judges praised the team for their creativity, teamwork, and
clear explanation of the project. One of the judges noted that the project stood out because it
addressed a real-world environmental issue with a practical and affordable solution. Along with
a trophy and certificates, the team was awarded a scholarship grant to support their future
education in science and technology.
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The school principal congratulated the students during a special morning assembly and
appreciated their dedication and hard work. She also thanked the teacher for guiding the
students effectively. The winning team hopes that their invention will encourage other students
to take an interest in science and develop solutions to protect the environment.

Amid the confusion, an elderly woman named Mrs. Parker, known for her wisdom and calm
demeanor, decided to take action. She climbed the tower steps carefully, her hands steady
despite age and wind. She examined the silent gears and levers of the clock and smiled. Instead
of immediately repairing it, she rang the bell to gather the townspeople in the square below.
When they assembled, she spoke gently but firmly. “This clock has guided us for generations,”
she said, “but we have allowed it to control our lives. It was meant to help us, not replace our
judgment, our awareness, or our responsibility.”
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Mrs. Parker shared stories of earlier times when townspeople judged time by the sun, the
shadows of trees, and their own sense of responsibility. She reminded them how they had once
relied on their observations, cooperation, and initiative. Her words struck a chord. People
reflected on how they had allowed convenience to replace effort and how dependence on the
clock had dulled their self-reliance. Slowly, murmurs of agreement spread across the crowd.

In 1854, the Court of Directors of the East India Company in London sent an
educational despatch to the Governor-General in India. Issued by Charles Wood, the
President of the Board of Control of the Company, it has come to be known as Wood s
Despatch. Outlining the educational policy that was to be followed in India, it
emphasised once again the practical benefits of a system of European learning, as
opposed to Oriental knowledge.
One of the practical uses the Despatch pointed to was economic. European learning, it
said, would enable Indians to recognise the advantages that flow from the expansion of
trade and commerce, and make them see the importance of developing the resources
of the country. Introducing them to European ways of life, would change their tastes
and desires, and create a demand for British goods, for Indians would begin to
appreciate and buy things that were produced in Europe.

Before 1947, there was only one iron and steel plant in the country — Tata Iron and Steel
Company Limited (TISCO). It was privately owned. After Independence, the
government took the initiative and set up several iron and steel plants.

TISCO was started in 1907 at Sakchi, near the confluence of the rivers Subarnarekha
and Kharkai in Jharkhand. Later on Sakchi was renamed as Jamshedpur.
Geographically, Jamshedpur is the most conveniently situated iron and steel centre in
the country.

Sakchi was chosen to set up the steel plant for several reasons. This place was only 32
km away from Kalimati station on the Bengal-Nagpur railway line.

Environment as a Public Facility
In recent years, while the courts have come out with strong orders on environmental
issues, these have sometimes affected people’s livelihoods adversely. For instance, the
courts directed industries in residential areas in Delhi to close down or shift out of the
city.
Several of these industries were polluting the neighbourhood and discharge from these
industries was polluting the river Yamuna, because they had been set up without
following the rules. But, while the court’s action solved one problem, it created another.
Because of the closure, many workers lost their jobs. Others were forced to go to far-
away places where these factories had relocated. And the same problem now began to
come up in these areas — for now these places became polluted. And the issue of the
safety conditions of workers remained unaddressed.
Recent research on environmental issues in India has highlighted the fact that the
growing concern for the environment among the middle classes is often at the expense
of the poor. So, for example, slums need to be cleaned as part of a city’s beautification
drive, or as in the case above, a polluting factory is moved to the outskirts of the city.
And while this awareness of the need for a clean environment is increasing, there is
little concern for the safety of the workers themselves.
The challenge is to look for solutions where everyone can benefit from a clean
environment. One way this can be done is to gradually move to cleaner technologies
and processes in factories. The government has to encourage and support factories to
do this. It will need to fine those who pollute. This will ensure that the workers
livelihoods are protected and both workers and communities living around the factories
enjoy a safe environment.
