(iv) Ever} child completing elementary education shall be awarded a certificate as laid down under Rule 23 

 
(v) Students with disabilities/special needs are included as per provision of the Act 

(vi) The teachers are recruited with minimum qualifications as laid under section 23(I) of the Act. Provided 
that the current teachers who at the commencement of this Act do not possess minimum 
qualifications shall acquire such minimum qualifications within a period of 5 years; 

(vii) The teacher performs his or her duties specified under section 24(I) of the Act and 

(viii) The teachers shall not engage himself or herself for private teaching activities. 

8. The school shall follow the syllabus on the basis of curriculum laid clown by appropriate authority. 

9. The school shall enroll students proportionate to the facilities available in the school prescribed in 

section 19 of the Ac t. 

10. The school shall maintain the standards and norms of the school as specified in section19 of the Act.
